Greek Types of Love





Christianity


•Sex should generally take place only in marriage.


•Sex is a gift from God. (Genesis)


•Casual sex can devalue people, seen merely as objects.





Sex before marriage (Pre-marital sex)





Mentioned in the Bible


•Agape: Unconditional Love e.g. mothers love fro her child. 


•Eros: Sexual Love.


•Philia: Love of friends and family.


•Storge: Places, objects, animals.





Islam


•Sex should only take place within marriage. 


•Sex is considered an act of worship.





Chastity = Not having sex until after married.





Marriage





Christianity


•Marriage begins the special relationship between to people.


•Considered a sacrament – a relationship in which God himself is involved.





Islam


•Begins the relationship between 2 families. 


•A contract with Allah.


•Bringing up children is an important part.


•Polygamy is accepted in some circumstances.








Marriage Ceremony





Christianity


•Usually takes place in a church in the eyes of God. 


•During the service – Hymns, Declaration (free to marry), Vows (e.g. for richer for poorer), Exchange Rings, Bible Reading, Sermon, Prayers, Sign Register





Islam


•Mahr = a dowry is paid to the bride (financial deal from husband)


•Nikah = Marriage contract.


•Exchange vows and rings. Readings from the Qur’an


•Usually in a Mosque with an Imam. 


•Red and white = Fertility and purity. 





Adultery


(Extra-marital sex)





Islam


•Adultery is ‘shameful’ and ‘evil’ (Surah 17:32)


•Vows promising to be faithful are exchanged during the ceremony.





Christianity


•Adultery forbidden in the 10 commandments.


•Wrong because God himself is involved in the marriage.


•Vows promise to be faithful





Divorce





Christianity


•Roman Catholics: do not accept divorce, marriage is a sacrament not to be ruined. Some can have an annulment (if there are good reasons)


•Anglicans: Accept divorce in certain cases. Discourage re-marriage.





Islam


•Divorce as a last resort.


•If a couple do divorce then: woman given part of her dowry; husband must state 3 times in front of witnesses; Iddah begins 


(3 months in same house)





Types of: Condom, The Pill, Coil, Rhythm method, injection, sterilisation.





Christianity


•Roman Catholic: generally opposed.


•Anglican: Not an issue. 





Islam – 2 views


•Allowed by Muhammad but no sterilisation. 


•Only in a few situations.
