Is it Fair?





Justice: Treating others fairly. Giving someone what they deserve if they have been found guilty of something.


Injustice: Not allowing someone their rights. Being unfair to others.


Prejudice: Pre-judging others. Judging others before the full facts are known. ‘Judging a book by its cover’.


Discrimination: Treating others differently because they are different in some way. Treating people differently, because of prejudice. Putting prejudices into action.

• Money itself is neither good nor evil. What matters is the attitude that people have when they make it and what they do with it.


•Key Quote: “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on Earth...but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven.








Islam


•Muslims have a duty to carry out Zakat (giving 2.5% of their earnings to charity)


•Sadaqah = voluntary charity (word given if a Muslim wants to contribute more than Zakat, does not have to be money e.g. could donate their time)


•Key Quote: “He who eats and drinks while his brother goes hungry is not one of us” Hadith








Helping Others


•Christianity: “Love your neighbour” through charities such as Christian Aid that help those in need.


•Islam: Muslims will be judged by Allah on the Day of Judgement for how they have behaved and so aim to live a life helping others. Muslim Aid- a charity that aims to save and improve the lives of millions in some of the poorest countries.
